Policy on Funeral Eulogies

Our Lady of Mount Carmel Parish desires to honor the dignity of your deceased loved one
within the celebration of the Funeral Mass. To respect the dignity of the Funeral Mass, we
follow the Churches guidelines to offer worship to God for Christ’s victory over death, to
comfort the mourners with prayers. Contrary to common assumption, a eulogy at a Catholic
Funeral Mass is not part of the funeral rite nor is it required. To respect the dignity of your
deceased loved one and the families desiring to offer a eulogy, please plan to offer the
words of remembrance at a prayer service at the funeral home, and the graveside following
the rite of committal or at celebrations that follow the funeral rite and not during the Funeral

Mass.

Policy on Cremation

Canon Law 1176.3 states: “The Church earnestly recommends that the pious custom of
burying the bodies of the dead be observed; it does not, however, forbid cremation unless
it is chosen for reasons which are contrary to Christian teaching.”

In the early days of the Church, persecutors burned bodies in mockery and defiance of
Christian belief in the resurrection. Today, the Church believes these hostile factors are no
longer prevalent. Therefore, the Church will permit cremation as long as it is not chosen
for reasons hostile to Catholic teaching, and when there are other good reasons to justify
the practice. Choosing cremation for economic, geographic, ecological, or family factors
are also acceptable reasons.

The policy of the Diocese of Pittsburgh states:

1. The burial or entombment of the bodies of the dead remains the preferred practice
of the Church.

2. The Cremated remains are to be either buried or entombed in a cemetery.

3. It is forbidden that the cremated remains be scattered or remain in the possession of
a family member or friend.

The cremated remains should be buried or entombed within thirty days of the
Funeral Mass at a cemetery or other sacred space.



Old Testament Readings

A reading from the second Book of Maccabees 12:43-46

Judas, the ruler of Israel took up a collection among all his soldiers, amounting to two thousand silver
drachmas, which he sent to Jerusalem to provide for an expiatory sacrifice. In doing this he acted in a
very excellent and noble way, inasmuch as he had the resurrection of the dead in view; for if he were
not expecting the fallen to rise again it would have been useless and foolish to pray for them in death.
But if he did this with a view to the splendid reward that awaits those who had gone to rest in

freed from this sin.

[When the sabbath was over, Mary Magdalene, Mary, the mother of James,
and Salome bought spices so that they might go and anoint him. Very early when the sun had risen, on
the first day of the week, they came to the tomb.

And it happened that while they were conversing and debating, Jesus himself drew near and walked
with them, but their eyes were prevented from recognizing him.

[He asked them, "What are you discussing as you walk along?" They stopped, looking downcast. One
of them, named Cleopas, said to him in reply, "Are you the only visitor to Jerusalem who does not
know of the things that have taken place there in these days?" And he replied to them, "What sort of
things?" They said to him, "The things that happened to Jesus the Nazarene, who was a prophet
mighty in deed and word before God and all the people, how our chief priests and rulers both handed
him over to a sentence of death and crucified him. But we were hoping that he would be the one to
redeem Israel; and besides all this, it is now the third day since this took place. Some women from our
group, however, have astounded us: they were at the tomb early in the morning and did not find his
Body; they came back and reported that they had indeed seen a vision of angels who announced that
he was alive. Then some of those with us went to the tomb and found things just as the women had
described, but him they did not see." And he said to them, "Oh, how foolish you are! How slow of
heart to believe all that the prophets spoke! Was it not necessary that the Christ should suffer these
things and enter into his glory?" Then beginning with Moses and all the prophets, Jesus interpreted to
them what referred to him in all the Scriptures.]

As they approached the village to which they were going, Jesus gave the impression that he was going
on farther. But they urged him, "Stay with us, for it is nearly evening and the day is almost over." So,
he went in to stay with them. And it happened that, while he was with them at table, he took bread,
said the blessing, broke it, and gave it to them. With that their eyes were opened and they recognized
him, but he vanished from their sight. Then they said to each other, "Were not our hearts burning
within us while he spoke to us on the way and opened the Scriptures to us?" So they set out at once
and returned to Jerusalem where they found gathered together the Eleven and those with them, who
were saying, "The Lord has truly been raised and has appeared to Simon!" Then the two recounted
what had taken place on the way and how he was made known to them in the breaking of the bread.

The dead man came out, tied hand and foot with burial bands, and his face was wrapped in a cloth.
So Jesus said to the crowd, "Untie him and let him go."

Now many of the Jews who had come to Mary and seen what he had done began to believe in him.

There they crucified him, and with him two others, one on either side, with Jesus
in the middle. Standing by the cross of Jesus were his mother and his mother's sister, Mary the wife of
Clopas, and Mary Magdalene. When Jesus saw his mother and the disciple whom he loved, he said to
his mother, "Woman, behold, your son." Then he said to the disciple, "Behold, your mother." And
from that hour the disciple took her into his home.

After this, aware that everything was now finished, in order that the Scripture might be fulfilled,

Jesus said, "I thirst." There was a vessel filled with common wine. So they put a sponge soaked in wine
on a sprig of hyssop and put it up to his mouth. When Jesus had taken the wine, he said, "It is
finished." And bowing his head, he handed over the Spirit.

Now since it was preparation day, in order that the bodies might not remain on the cross on the
sabbath, for the sabbath day of that week was a solemn one, the Jews asked Pilate that their legs be
broken and they be taken down. So the soldiers came and broke the legs of the first and then of the
other one who was crucified with Jesus. But when they came to Jesus and saw that he was already
dead, they did not break his legs, but one soldier thrust his lance into his side, and immediately Blood
and water flowed out. An eyewitness has testified, and his testimony is true; he knows that he is
speaking the truth, so that you also may come to believe. For this happened so that the Scripture
passage might be fulfilled: Not a bone of it will be broken. And again, another passage says: They will
look upon him whom they have pierced. After this, Joseph of Arimathea, secretly a disciple of Jesus for
fear of the Jews, asked Pilate if he could remove the Body of Jesus. And Pilate permitted it. So he
came and took his Body. Nicodemus, the one who had first come to him at night, also came bringing a
mixture of myrrh and aloes weighing about one hundred pounds.

EASTER TIME - FIRST READINGS

During the Easter Season (from Easter Sunday until Pentecost Sunday)
the First Reading must be chosen from the following four readings.

A reading from the Acts of the Apostles 10:34-43 (10:34-36.42-43)

Peter proceeded to speak, saying:

"In truth, | see that God shows no partiality. Rather, in every nation whoever fears him and acts
uprightly is acceptable to him. You know the word that he sent to the children of Israel as he
proclaimed peace through Jesus Christ, who is Lord of all, [what has happened all over Judea,
beginning in Galilee after the baptism that John preached, how God anointed Jesus of Nazareth
with the Holy Spirit and power. He went about doing good and healing all those oppressed by
the Devil, for God was with him. We are witnesses of all that he did both in the country of the
Jews and in Jerusalem. They put him to death by hanging him on a tree. This man God raised
on the third day and granted that he be visible, not to all the people, but to us, the witnesses
chosen by God in advance, who ate and drank with him after he rose from the dead.]

He commissioned us to preach to the people and testify that he is the one appointed by God as
judge of the living and the dead. To him all the prophets bear witness, that everyone who
believes in him will receive forgiveness of sins through his name."
